Architectural education in the museum and urban space 
Supported by the Beisheim Foundation 

During the exhibition ‹Wohnen fürs Wohnen (Living for Living)› (29 November 2025 – 
19 April 2026), the S AM Swiss Architecture Museum offers a rich educational 
program for kindergartens, schools, universities, institutions, and day care 
centers. The program includes level-appropriate interactive tours and workshops 
through the current exhibition, as well as tandem tours in collaboration with the 
Kunsthalle Basel. The offerings can also be booked outside of regular opening 
hours, providing a unique opportunity to experience the museum privately. In 
addition, walking or biking tours invite participants to explore the urban space. 

 

IN THE MUSEUM 
TOURS AND WORKSHOPS DURING THE EXHIBITION Wohnen fürs Wohnen 
 
The exhibition at S AM invites school classes to discover the rich history of cooperative 
living in Basel and northwestern Switzerland – from early pioneering projects to today's models 
that open up new avenues for social and sustainable living. In guided tours or workshops, 
students develop their own ideas for future forms of living and explore issues of coexistence.

The tour will be geared towards school levels and supplemented with interactive 
and participatory elements.

The S AM Swiss Architecture Museum and the Kunsthalle Basel not only share a 
common roof but also a passion for art, culture, and society.

IN THE URBAN SPACE 
DISCOVERY TOURS 

TOUR 1: ART IN PUBLIC SPACE 
Art in public space exists, moves, fades, and provokes. Sometimes subtle, but also 
loud and bold, these artistic interventions challenge our perceptions. This tour 
offers a new perspective on the familiar, sharpens the senses, and invites 
participants to explore the city with fresh eyes and new perspectives.

TOUR 2: BASEL THROUGH TIME – A Discovery Tour with Sketching 
Inspired by Lucius Burckhardt's concept of "strollology," which encourages the 
exploration of urban spaces through walking, this tour takes participants on a 
discovery journey through Basel’s city center, equipped with a sketchbook, a 
drawing pad, and optionally, a camera.

TOUR 3: SUSTAINABLE BUILDING – BUT HOW? 
The Lysbüchel site was for a long time an area purely for commercial and 
industrial purposes and is now being transformed into a residential district. How 
can this be done sustainably? We will explore the site and examine different 
approaches to sustainable construction.
